	 •	 Both eastbound and westbound lanes of Delmar Blvd from Kingland Ave to 

Belt Ave will be closed on Saturday, June 13 from 8:00 to 10:00 AM. 
	 •	 Additionally, the eastbound lane of Delmar from Hamilton Ave to DeGiverville 	 	
	 	 Ave will be closed from 7:00 AM to 10:00 AM.

	 •	 All streets traveling north-south toward Delmar in this area will be closed to 	 	
	 	 through traffic between 8:15 AM and 10:00 AM.




Race Route 
The race will begin at the corner of Delmar Blvd and Hamilton.  Head west on Delmar until 
Kingland Ave and turn around to head east on Delmar to Belt Ave.  Then turn around to head 
west on Delmar finishing at Delmar and Hamilton.




Suggested Detours 
To assist with traffic flow:

	 •Traveling South on Skinker Blvd: Use Olive Blvd instead of Delmar

	 •Traveling Northbound on Skinker Blvd: Use Forest Park Avenue to travel east or west

	 •Traveling Southbound on Hamilton Ave: Use Maple Avenue as an alternate route

	 •Traveling Northbound on DeBaliviere Ave: Use Forest Parkway for east-west travel
